The hour and minute hands are offset to give 
more space to the power reserve indicator. The power 
reserve hand, at 6 o’clock tells you how much power 
is left for your timepiece to operate correctly. Fully 
wound, the hand shows that there is a power reserve 
of around 40 hours operation without the watch 
being worn or rewound. The date is visible through a 
window at 12 o’clock on the dial, which is in the same 
line as the other indications, giving you all the infor-
mation you need at a glance, quickly and accurately. 

Your new timepiece is fitted with the exclusively desi-
gned rotor, the signature of Perrelet’s high-quality, 
precision movements, glass-covered to display the 
workmanship of the movement and the beauty of the 
Perrelet «tapestry» engraving. This decorative concept 
for the oscillating weight was developed by Perrelet’s 
own watchmakers and designers to pay tribute to 
the fabulous invention of Abraham-Louis Perrelet, 
the automatic movement (around 1770). This system 
allows the watch to wind up by simply using the ener-
gy produced by the wearer’s own movements.
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Basic functions

Setting the time on the watch

Pull crown to the C position. The time can then be set 
turning the crown forward or back.

Quick correction of date

Pull crown to the B position. The date can then be 
corrected by turning the crown back.

Winding the watch

If the watch stops, a few turns of the crown (in posi-
tion A) will start it again. It will be wound up further 
by movements of the wearer’s wrist.
