Your new watch fitted with the Perrelet P-141 calibre, 
was designed to give you excellent readability quali-
ties, while also providing you with a very useful com-
plication if you are a frequent traveller, or are regu-
larly in contact with people operating in different time 
zones. The second time function gives you a constant 
indication of the time in another time zone.  

Your new timepiece is fitted with the exclusively desi-
gned rotor, the signature of Perrelet’s high-quality, 
precision movements, glass-covered to display the 
workmanship of the movement and the beauty of the 
Perrelet «tapestry» engraving. This decorative concept 
was developed by Perrelet’s own watchmakers and 
designers to pay tribute to the fabulous invention 
of Abraham-Louis Perrelet, the automatic movement 
(around 1770). This system allows the watch to wind 
up by simply using the energy produced by the wea-
rer’s own movements.
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Basic functions

Setting second time zone and setting time on the 
watch

Pull crown to the C position. The time can then be 
set turning the crown backward. (the four hands turn 
clockwise).

The second time zone is set by turning the crown 
forward, the central hour hand and the second time 
zone minutes hand then turn together anticlockwise. 
The hour hand for the second time zone moves 
forward clockwise in one-hour steps for each rotation 
(in an anticlockwise direction) of 50 minutes by the 
hour hand (1).

Quick correction of date

- Pull the crown to position C, and then turn it for-	
	 ward until the date changes, and the hands are 	
	 between 2 and 4 am.

- Return the crown to position B, and turn it back 	
	 until the date prior to the date to be displayed 	
	 appears in the window.

- Return the crown to position C once more, and turn 	
it back until the date and time required are set.

- Push crown to the A position.

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Winding the watch

If the watch stops, a few turns of the crown (in posi-
tion A) will start it again. It will be wound up further 
by the movements of the wearer’s wrist.
