Setting the time of the watch

Pull the crown to position C. The time can then be set
by turning the crown forward or backward.

AD]USTING THE DATE AND
THE LUNAR CYCLE

Correcting of the date and the lunar cycle

Fully press the corrector (6) as many times as necessary
to simultaneously adjust the date and the lunar cycle
(lunar phase and date jump forward one day by each
pressure on the corrector). It is advisable to make cor-
rections during a full moon or black moon to make the
adjustment easier.

Caution: Never adjust the date and the lunar cycle
by pressing the corrector (6) between 10:30 pm and
2:30 am or between 10:30 am and 2:30 pm as this can
damage the movement.

Important:

The lunar phase mechanism on this watch displays the
lunar cycle with great precision. As a result, it needs
more than 100 years before a manual correction is
required.




This correction must only be carried out when the
watch is first started or if the watch has stopped.

Correcting of the date only

Fully press the corrector (7) as many times as necessary
until the required date is displayed on the watch.

Caution: Never adjust the date by pressing the cor-
rector (7) between 10:30 pm and 1:00 am or between
10:30 am and 1:00 pm as this can damage the move-
ment.

Setting of lunar phase and date

1 Fully press the corrector (6) as many times as
necessary until the required lunar age is displayed
on the watch.

2 Fully press the corrector (7) as many times as
necessary until the required date is displayed on
the watch.

Setting of the date

Fully press the corrector (6) as many times as neces-
sary until the required date is displayed on the watch.
The lunar age is corrected at the same time.
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Adjusting the date for months with less than 31 days

Fully press the corrector (7) as many times as neces-
sary until the required date is displayed on the watch.
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
